College to team with
senior living complex

The developer of a $94 mil-
lion senior living complex
near Carolina Forest will
partner with Wake Forest
University's geriatric
program to bring more
medical tools and guidance
to the communities it owns in
the Carolinas and Florida.

Senior Living Com-

‘munities’ partnership with
the J. Paul Sticht Center on
Aging means residents of the
new Brightwater community
will get access to new tools
for health tests, dietary
programs and exercise
programs.

Construction on
Brightwater, a 58-acre
development, has taken
shape since its November
groundbreaking.

The first phase —
amenities buildings, 96
apartments, 24 assisted -
living units and some single-
family homes — is scheduled
to be done in April 2009,
although residents of single-
family houses may be able to
move in earlier and model
homes should be done late
this year. Brightwater has
also gotten its preliminary
continuing care retirement |
community license from the
state, which it needed to
start accepting deposits
from future residents.

For Senior Living
Communities’ other
complexes, the new program

. will be under way within the
next six months, according
to anews release.

Then, dietary programs
will be added to The Lakes at
Litchfield in Pawleys Island
and Summit Hills in
Spartanburg. The results at
those two complexes will be
used to start dietary
programs at other senior
living communities.
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
